Claire Nicolson’s work as a backing singer and musician have seen her travel the world on global tours and performing with the likes of Kula Shaker, Mike Oldfield, The Waterboys and more recently Martina Topley Bird. Much to her surprise, she’s even turned up recently on the new Surf advert singing the song 'You and I' written & produced by her brother Hugo Nicolson for his project "Yellow Hammer" which is to be released in the new year.
